Anurag’s wife Rita had
lodged an FIR naming Vikas, his
closest aides Pawan Tiwari,
Aman Tiwari and two others
withthepoliceon April 18,2018.

“The officer kept mum on
repeated questions about why he
went soft on him (Dubey). The
reaction of others wasno differ-
ent,” said an official involved
with the investigation.

Sub-inspectors and consta-
bles were a bit more forthcoming
on this issue and said Vikas
Dubey used to take good care of
men from a particular caste.
