A Bhushan has filed an

application before the
Supreme Court to defer the
hearing on the quantum of
sentence in the suo moto con-
tempt case, which has been
listed for 20 August after the
top court on 14 August held
him guilty of contempt of
court for two tweets criticizing
thejudiciary.

Bhushan has said in his
application that he intends to
file areview against the order
of 14 August after studying it in
detail and seeking appropriate
legal counsel as the ramifica-
tion of the order is of grave
constitutional significance, in
particular on the right to free
speech.

“Itisrespectfully submitted
that the deferment of the said
hearing, as prayed in the
present application, would be
in the interests of justice in
view of the underlying public
policy with respect to safe-
guarding liberty of a citizen
under Article 21 till such time
as his first appeal (in this case
thereview application) is con-
sidered,” the application said.

Bhushan also submitted, “In
criminal contempt proceed-
ings, this Hon’ble Court func-
tions like a trial court and is
also the last court. Section 19(1)
gives a statutory right of
appeal to a person found guilty
of contempt by the High
Court. The fact that thereisno
appeal against an order of this
Hon’ble Court makesit doubly
necessary that it takes the
utmost precaution to ensure
that justice is not only done
but seen to be done.”

Govt consults e-com firms
to promote Gl products

he department for promotion of
industry and internal trade

(DPIIT) on Wednesday met
e-commerce majors, including Flipkart,
Amazon, Snapdeal, Pepperfry and
Paytm Mall, to discuss the scope of list-
ing geographical indication (GI) prod-
ucts on their platforms.

The government said it is contemplat-
ing a proposal to make GI tagging and
logo mandatory for such products, and
sought the advice of the e-commerce
firms to create a separate category on
their respective platforms.

Representatives of retail chain
majors, including Vishal Mega Mart
Pvt.Ltd, were also present at the meet-
ing, along with state department repre-
sentatives of Keralaand Odisha, among
others.

“The meeting was a collaborative
thought on how e-commerce compa-
nies can list these products and under-
take promotionsto push sales of these GI
products... It was also discussed that the
manufacturers of these products should
undertake putting the GIlogo, like it is
done for ‘Make In India’ products, to
ensure that resellers know thatitisa GI
product,” said a person who was present
at the meeting. However, a detailed
timeline has not been set for releasing
the guidelines for the initiative, the per-
son said.

Participants highlighted the role of
the government in cataloguing, stan-
dardizing and scaling of GI products.
They also said that linkages need to be
created with suppliers and manufactur-
ers.

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The government has sought the advice

of e-com firms to create a separate
category on their respective platforms.

“Fromabrand point, the market con-
tinues to be fragmented in nature of the
supply base and marketplaces willnot be
able to enter and organize the GI seller
market. The government will have to
putin effort on the ground through self-
help groups to train these artisans and
individuals,” said an e-commerce execu-
tive, seeking anonymity.

A GI tag is essentially used on prod-
ucts that correspond to a specific geo-
graphical location or origin, including a
certaintown orregion, such as Darjeel-
ingtea, Coorg Arabica coffee, and Kash-
miri saffron, which are largely sold
through offline retail.

By listing GI products, the govern-
ment is pushing the mandate for local
businesses, as it looks to increase focus
towards indigenous goods, said another
e-commerce executive. DPIIT and con-
sumer affairs ministry has mandated
e-commerce firmsto ensure that sellers
mention the ‘country of origin’ for new
and existing listings, amove that is turn-
ingout to be anightmare for online com-
merce firms.

Revenue in the fiscal year
ended 31 March fell 11.7% to
3.5 trillion rupees ($49.2 bil-
lion), the Automotive Compo-
nent Manufacturers Associa-
tion of India (Acma) said on
Wednesday.

“The auto parts industry
had last seen a marginal drop
of 2% YoY in FY13-14. Post
that, it has been growing on
the back of growing demand
forvehicles, exportsandin the
aftermarket,” Vinnie Mehta,
director general, Acmasaid in
aphone interview.

He said sale of parts to auto-
makers, exports and aftermar-
ket sales contributed 60%, 25%
and 15%, respec-
tively to the auto
component
industry’sannual
turnover.

“Subdued vehicle demand,
investments made for transi-
tion from BS-IV to BS-VI,
liquidity crunch, lack of a clar-
ity on policy for electrification
of vehicles and slowdown in
key export markets, among
others, had an adverse impact
on the performance of the
components sectorin India as
also on its expansion plans,”

warned that intermittent lock-
downs in states where facto-
riesare located and ashortage
of skilled labour remain
threats to production ramp-up
plans.

Jain said Acma has recom-
mended the government to
accord “continuous produc-
tion industry” status to the
automotive industry to allow
regular operations despite
local lockdowns.

The industry body said also
that total imports of auto parts
fell to $15.4 billion in FY20,
from $17.7 billion in the previ-
ousyear. Chinawas the biggest
exporter ofauto parts to India
with a 26% share, followed by
South Korea at 14%.
