Hero MotoCorp chairman expects budget announcements to boost rural incomes

ero MotoCorp Ltd,
India’s largest two-
wheeler maker,
expects the current
momentum in
demand in the rural market to con-
tinue in FY22, riding on hopes of
further measures to boost rural
income in the upcoming Budget.

These measures are expected to
boost the sales of Hero’s entry-level
motorcycles in the coming fiscal,
said Pawan Munjal, chairman, Hero
MotoCorp on Thursday.

Sales of Hero’s entry-level
motorcycles surged post removal of
lockdown on the back of faster
recovery in demand in rural areas
and increased preference for per-
sonal mobility. It raised production
to 806,848 units in October com-
pared to 599,248 in October 2019,
expecting a robust recovery in
demand during the festival season.

“I'think the momentum in rural
demand will continue and from this
budget I expect continued focus on
the rural economy and agri sector
from the government, which they
did during the pandemic.
This has an impact on our
sales since a significant
chunk came from the rural
market. I do see the govern-
ment focusing on the rural
markets,” Munjal said in an
interaction.
