Spectrum surrender
guidelines to get
easy for mobile
operators

Currently,toshed the excess
spectrum, the only option
available to telcos is to sell out
the spectrum through the pre-
scribed spectrum trading
process. As per the spectrum
trading guidelines, the telecom
service providers (TSPs) are per-
mitted to trade their
partial/entire spectrum hold-
ing to another TSP after a lock-
in period of two years, post
assignment of such spectrum.

As part of the telecom
reforms package announced in
September 2021, the govern-
ment had already created a
provision for surrender of
spectrum.As per the provision,
telecom service providers may
be permitted to surrender
spectrum after a minimum
period of 10 years and the
firms are required to inform
the government oneyear prior
to surrendering their spec-
trum. But since the decision
will be applicable for the auc-
tions conducted henceforth,
Trai has recommended that
DoTmay examine the possibil-
ity for creation of provision for
surrender of spectrum for the

existing spectrum holding of
the TSPsacquired through past
auctions.

Regarding the surrender
fee,Traihas said the fee should
not be kept high to make the
provision ineffective. “It
should be a kind of adminis-
trative fee for the purpose of
processing of surrender appli-
cation. Surrender fee may be
kept as ¥1,00,000 per spec-
trum band per LSA,” Trai said.

Trai has said that DoT
should come out with guide-
lines for surrender of spectrum
with clearly defined timelines
and the process should be
implemented through an
online portal. Trai said once a
telco makes a request for sur-
rendering spectrum, DoT
should convey in-principle
approval or otherwise within
60 days. “Outstanding spec-
trum payment till the proposed
date of surrender, if any, in
respect of proposed quantity of
spectrum being surrendered,
should be communicated to
the TSPalongwith the in-prin-
ciple approval,”’Trai said.

The telco has to clear the
duesas communicated by DoT
within three monthsand upon
clearance, the finalapproval to
the surrender of spectrum,
effective from proposed date
of surrender, should be com-
municated by DoT to the TSP
within 15 days. It further
added that other
payment/dues should not be
linked to surrender of spec-
trum under consideration.

DoT should put to auction
the surrendered spectrum
immediately, once the final
approval to surrender of spec-
trum (upon clearance of dues
up to the proposed date of sur-
render)is issued.

To avoid any possible mis-
use, Trai has recommended
that in case,a TSP surrenders
partial or complete spectrum
in a band, it will be barred to
take part in the auction of
spectrum in that band for a
period of two years from date
of surrender of spectrum. Sec-
ondly, in case, a TSP has
acquired some spectrum in a
band, a lock-in period of two
years will be applicable, before

One,therevision of the GST
rate on used cars from 28% to
12-18% has made these more
affordable; two, BS-6 emission
norms have increased prices of
new cars, and so price-con-
scious customers have been
opting used cars.

Mittal said the semicon-
ductor shortage leading to
long waiting periods in new
cars could also have possibly
led to a section of buyers shift-
ing towards used cars, which
are readily available.

The rise of auto-tech play-
ers has also led to growth in
demand for used cars. Earlier,
the processwas relatively cum-
bersome, but now auto-tech
players take care of everything
from start to finish.“The share
of non-OEM organised dealers
inused carsalesis estimated to
grow 30%byFY26 from 8% in
FY21,and wholesale auctions
are likely to be a significant
component of the buying side
(estimated to be 40% in FY26
versus 15% at present)as used
car auto-tech players simplify
the buying and selling experi-
ence,’ said Mittal.

The oldest players in this
space are CarDekho (founded
in 2008) and CarTrade (2009),
and then came Droom (2014),
Spinny (2015) and Cars24
(2015). These auto-tech play-
ers provide an enhanced price
discovery mechanism to used
car buyers and sellers, and
bring trust and transparency
to the system.

The report added that the
average price of a new car in
Indiahasincreased consistently
at 2% CAGR since FY16. In
FY16, it was $11,100 (about
733,000, as on March 31,
2016), and increased to
$12,000 in FY21 (about X
876,000,asonMarch 31,2021).

Prices of used cars, how-
ever, have not increased so
sharply—growingatjust 1.3%
CAGRsince FY16.InFY16,the
average used car was priced
$4,300 (%¥284,000), which
increased to $4,600
(¥336,000)in FY21.

The report added that used
car sales are expected to grow
at 15% CAGR in volume till
FY26, and become twice the
size of the new car market.“The
used car auto-tech players will
gain market share, more and
more car sales will move
online, and vehicle replace-
ment cycles mayreduce toless
than three years in the near
future.All this will further fuel
growth of the used car seg-
ment,” Mittal said.“The market
may also see the emergence of
new selling channels such as
used car dealership trade-ins
as auto-tech players drive
sourcing with increased retail
demand of used cars.”

India logs
975 fresh

INDIA'S COVID-19 TALLY
climbed to 4,30,40,947 on
Saturday with 975 more peo-
pletesting positive fortheviral
disease, while the active cases
increasedto 11,366,according
to Union health ministry data.

The death toll reached
5,21,747 with four more fatal-
ities, the data updated at 8
am stated.

The active cases comprise
0.03% of the total infections.
The national Covid-19 recov-
ery rate remained at 98.76%,
the ministry said.

An increase of 175 cases
hasbeenrecordedin theactive
Covid-19 caseload in a span of
24 hours. The daily positivity
rate was recorded at 0.32%
and the weekly positivity rate
was recorded at 0.26%, the
ministry said.

The number of people who
haverecuperated from the dis-
ease surged to 4,25,07,834.
The case fatality rate stands at
1.21%,it added.
