forms, on Monday announced a

partnership with Next-Gen Infra

Co. (NGIO) to establish shared

4G and 5G fixed broadband net-
work infrastructure in Ghana.

However, two senior industry officials,
on the condition of anonymity, told Mint
that for now, Reliance Jio will not enter the
African markets as a telecom service pro-
vider (TSP).

According toacompany statement, Rad-
isyswill collaborate to help NGIC build the
first 4G and 5G network infrastructure
across Ghana to provide affordable mobile
internet.

The US-based telecommunications
infrastructure firm, which was acquired by
Mukesh Ambani-backed Jio Platforms in
2018, isthe latest entity to join a public-pri-
vate partnership between the government
of Ghana, digital infrastructure provider
Ascend Digital, Finnish tech and telecom
firm Nokia, Swedish telecom firm Ericsson
and IT services major Tech Mahindra.

NGIC is a government of Ghana initia-
tive, established in 2007, to boost the coun-
try'stelecom infrastructure.

“Reliance Jio asa TSPwillnotbe
looking at Africa as a consumer
market—the most lucrative
opportunity for them would
be to expand as an infra-
structure provider due toits
expertise in large-scale,
high-volume and low-cost
core telecom infrastructure.
This is a substantial expansion
areaatleast for the near future,” one
of the two officials cited above said.

“There have been no such talks to inte-
grate Radisys’ role in the project with Jio
entering Africaasa TSP, at least for now,”
the second official said.

With thisinitiative Jio, through its sub-
sidiary, will also benefit from NGIC's

“The Ghanaian govern-
mentisan enabler of this ini-
tiative, which will bring digi-
tal services, e-learning and
mobile finance products to
the country. It willnotbe the
one fuelling investments
though—that will be enabled
through the PPP model of NGIC,"

Owusu said.

“The eventual objective will be to create
the infrastructure and use an established
technology model toroll out latest-genera-
tiontelecom servicesall across Africa. The
initial investment of $200 million is ear-
marked for Ghana—expansions beyond us

will draw more investments into the
region, which can also help create more
jobsinthe digital economy across Africa,”
headded.

Tobe sure, Bharti Airtel, too, has signifi-
cant presence as a telecommunications
infrastructure providerin Africa. However,
itisnota part of the NGIC coalition.

Ghana is strategically important for
infrastructure expansion, said Radisys
chiefexecutive Arun Bhikshesvaran. “We
are keen to explore any geography around
the world where network infrastructure
expansion isimminent. The opportunity to
build an open, shared network infrastruc-
ture that can be licensed by TSPs offers a
major area of expansion for us.”

“Such initiatives will allow us to bring
our fully self-developed, indigenous 5G
network software stack, as well as the col-
laboratively-built hardware infrastructure
totheregion. Thiswill help usleverage our
vast network infrastructure and replicate
India’s telecom model across global mar-
kets,” Bhikshesvaran added.
