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Tata Play to raise bandwidth
with extra GSAT-24 capacity

New capacity will allow the DTH company to offer more channels, services on its platform

irect-to-home (DTH) ser-

vice provider Tata Play (for-

merly Tata Sky), is gearing

up to enhance bandwidth

capacity by 50%. It plans to
incorporate 24 new Ku-band transpon-
ders on the communication satellite
GSAT-24.

The new capacity will allow Tata Play
to offer more channels and services on
its platform, besides enhancing the pic-
ture quality, chiefexecutive and manag-
ing director Harit Nagpal said in an
interview.

The GSAT-24 satellite, that was suc-
cessfully launched by NewSpace India
Ltd in June 2022, was tailored to meet
the specificrequirements of Tata Play’s
DTH application.

Thismove s in line with the govern-
ment’s Make-in-Indiavision, showcas-
ing the country’s prowess in indigenous
satellite technology as part of its space
reforms.

NewSpace, incorporated in March
2019, ismandated to undertake opera-

tional satellite missions on a ‘demand-
driven’ model, wherein itisresponsible
tobuild, launch, own and operate satel-
lites, while providing servicestoadedi-
cated clientele.

“With this additional capacity, we’ll
beableto carry almost all channels that
exist in India. Currently, the ministry
has certified about 900 channels for
transmission. We carry the most: in the
region of 600. Now, we will be able to
carry each and every channel. Second,

we will be able to provide more band-
width per channel. So, the quality of the
picture, quality of sound and stability of
the picture will be even better,” he said.

While refusing to divulge details of
the investment, he said: “You have to
put your money where your mouth is.

Eventu-
ally they will buy it at some stage. We've

TataPlay has 24 transponders, with 12
set to be decommissioned inabout three
months, as the satellite they are hosted
onreachesthe end ofits operational life.
Thiswill effectively raise its transponder
capacity to 36.

Now, Tata Play plans to cater to a
broader audience by penetrating deeper
into the rural marketsand offering more
regional channels. Nagpal said it servi-
cesall pin codes in India, and as it goes
deeper, consumers are seeking more
content in their regional languages.

Toaccommodate more capacity, the
company is conducting technical test-
ingand installed alarge antenna capable
of beaming signals 36,000 km into the
sky. It has received government
approval to start using the new satellite
from Monday. “We will be covered fora
verylong time, and I don’t see arequire-
ment for another expansion. In fact, to
fill thisup, it may take usayear,” Nagpal
said.

Built at a cost of around 3400 crore,
the 4,180-kg GSAT-24-wasdesigned to
provide pan-India coverage and fulfil
requirement of DTH application.

JBM doubles its electric bus
output to 20K units in a year

BM Auto Ltd has doubled
itselectricbus manufactur-
ing capacity from 10,000
unitsto 20,000 unitsinjust
ayear, emerging asthe leading
e-bus manufacturer in India,
Nishant Arya, vice chairman of
JBM Group, said. The auto
components maker had for-
ayed into the electric mobility
business a few years ago.

The company is planning to
put 5,000 e-buses on the road
inthenext12months, leverag-
ing a “fast time to market” due
toahigh degree oflocalization
in manufacturing operations.

“Weare fully integrated and
the only ecosystem player who
does everything, from battery
packs to software to charging
systemsin-house, which really
gives us the edge in having a
very high level of modularity
and very fast time to market,
dueto which we have attained
aleadership position. And we
have got the lion’s share of the
business in India. We are over
60%localized, one of the high-
estin the industry,” he added.

JBM recently started com-
mercial operations at its new
manufacturing plant in Hary-
ana, the world’s largest dedi-

We have abig team of
engineersinour R&DinIndia,
in Germany and other parts of
the world. So, we look to offer
best-in-class technology, and
driving value has been our
motto.”

“Wedon’tlook tosell cheap
buses. Welookat a total cost of
ownership where our custom-
ers benefit. That’s why you'd
see multiple fortune 500 com-
panies buying our products. I
see the sector growing because
today in India, we have 1.8 mil-
lionbuses, out of that STUs ply
less than 10%, with private sec-
torhaving over 90% share, and
weare well entrenched there.”
